In this pristine area magnificent Blue Herons, vibrant woodducks
and striking ospreys are familiar sights. While Sabal palns,
magnolias, and wax myrtle are just a few examples of the wide
variety of trees and plants that grow along the creek.

Wildlife

A photographer's paradise, a child's dream world.... native Florida
animals are observed everywhere in their natural habitat.
(waterfall) At the main entrance to the wildlife park, choose a
nature trail along the spring's edge or trace a path through a
soothing atmosphere of lush vegetation.

Alligator programs feature the lazy alligator and the endangered
American crocodile as they bask in the sun in alligator lagoon.

Frolicking in the spring-fed habitat, the river otters' antics
provide hours of fun.

Behold the bobcat, a relative of the domestic house cat named for
its stubby or "bobbed" tail.

Two western cougars act as ambassadors for their close relative,
the endangered Florida panther. They focus attention on the plight
of the panther and represent the importance of protecting our
natural resources.

The Florida Black Bear is the largest land mammal in the park.

A variety of birds glide through this natural refuge, stroll along
the edges of paths and (roost)soar in tree tops.

In the bird park, elegant pink flamingos groom themselves ....
Brown Pelicans build their nests... and feed their young...
while Wild turkeys strut their stuff...
